posed 2010 budget that 

controls costs and allocates 

resources where they are 

most needed.  In Fall 2009, 

the Town of DeWitt au-

thorized the Library a 

grant of $85,000, a reduc-

tion of $100,000 from 

2008 Town funding.  The 

Libraryôs 2010 budget pro-

posal will offset reduction 

in Town funding and allow 

the   Library to maintain its 

high level of service.    

 

If approved, the proposal 

would mean that the fam-

ily with a home valued at 

$100,000 would pay a li-

brary tax rate of approxi-

mately $74.66, the cost of 

three hard-cover books for 

just pennies a day.
